Cards:
 The meet will run without cards, and an acceptance/rejection list will be sent to clubs after the closing date

Ages:
This is an open event with entry times, the top 8 in Ages 12 & under, 14 & under, 16 & under & 17 plus will make finals.
Seeding:
Entries will be seeded into heats from submitted times and the slowest heat will be swum first. 

All events will be spearheaded: 50, 100m, 200m & 400m events

will have the last 3 heats of each event cyclically seeded. 

800m & 1500m events will be Heat Declared Winner (HDW) - the fastest heat being held in the finals sessions.


Team Bath swimmers are guaranteed entry into their own meet.
Starts:
Over the top starts will be used in the heats except for Backstroke events. 

Coaches Passes:
£15.00 per pass in advance/£20 on the day to include entry, programme, start sheets and results. A maximum of 3 passes per club will be issued.

Spectators:
There are only 250 permanent seats in the pool hall. Some additional temporary seating may be available. Tickets will be sold on a ‘first come, first served’ basis

Refreshments:
The Sports Café will be open throughout the swim meet serving hot and cold drinks, along with light snacks and lunches.

Swim Shop:
A swim shop will be situated in the Sports Training Village.

Car Parking:
The University will be operating normally throughout the meet; car parking will be available (see enclosed map)

Awards:
Top 3 in each age will receive a medal for each event. Top male and female based on FINA points will receive a cash prize. Top Visiting Club will receive a cash prize. Places will be calculated on points scored by swimmers finishing in the top 8 of each event (8 points for 1st place, down to 1 point for 8th place).
Licensing:
This event is license levels 1 by the A.S.A. for entry into National Championships and Competitions
