Conditions of entry

1. The meet is licensed by the ASA Western Counties and will be held under ASA Laws and ASA Technical Rules. The one start rule will be in operation throughout the meet.

2. All entrants must be members of affiliated clubs.

3. The competition is open to male 10 years and female 10 years and older. Ages as at December 7th 2008.

4. The University pool is 50m long with 8 lanes, anti-wave lane lines and Colorado electronic timing.

5. The promoters reserve the right to refuse or restrict entries as required to meet the ASA conditions for a licensed meet. Entry times submitted must be based on 50m pool times and be within the published qualifying times where applicable. If it becomes necessary to restrict entries, the slowest entries will be rejected staying with a ratio of ages. Team Bath swimmers are guaranteed entry into their own meet.  Late, incorrect or poolside entries will not be accepted.

6. The correct entry fee must accompany each entry form; otherwise entries will be treated as incorrect.

7. Qualifying Times have been set using the British Swimming Website.

8. The meet will run without entry cards and an acceptance/rejection list will be sent to clubs after the closing date. Any errors should be reported as soon as possible, and no later than 1 weeks prior to the start of the meet. It is the responsibility of swimmers and coaches to ensure that competitors are at the start in time for their race. Where a swimmer fails to report, the heat will be swum with empty lanes.

9. Swimmers withdrawing from finals must do so with 30 minutes of the results being published. Swimmers failing to comply with this rule will be deemed to have withdrawn from the next final they qualify for.

10. In events with finals, the last 3 heats of each event will be cyclically seeded: All other heats will be spearheaded. Events swum as Heat Declared Winner (HDW) will have all heats spearheaded.

11. All team officials must have a poolside pass. Passes are available for the duration of the meet at a cost of £15 in advance, and £20 on the day. A maximum of 3 passes will be allocated to each club.  These will provide admission to the poolside, a meet programme and a set of results sheets. Applications should be submitted with the entry forms. Passes will be checked periodically, and anyone found without the correct permit will be asked to leave the poolside immediately.

12. All persons wishing to use photographic or video equipment, including mobile phones, must register their equipment at the desk prior to entry.

13. The promoters reserve the right to refuse admission to any person.

14. Entry fee is £6 per event; Cheques should be made payable to ‘TEAM BATH SWIMMING’.

15. Lockers are available in the changing rooms and no valuables should be left unattended. The promoters cannot accept any liability for any losses or damage that may occur.

16. Data Protection Act 1998 – University of Bath Swimming Club uses a computer to record entries and results. By submitting entries and accepting entry to the Open Meet, consent is thereby given (as required under the Data Protection Act, 1998) to the holding of personal information on a computer. Personal data recorded, such as name, club, date of birth and times entered/recorded may be made public during or after the Open Meet.

17. The promoters reserve the right to alter or amend any of the above conditions as required.
