Promoter’s Conditions

1.
The meet will be run under ASA law & ASA technical rules and these promoter’s conditions. The meet will be run as “age on the day” for swimmers 9 to 12 years of age on 10th May 2009. 

2. The competition will be held in an 8 lane, 25 metre deck level pool with anti-wave lane ropes. Electronic placing and timing will be in operation.  

3.
There will be 50 metre events in all strokes, plus 100m individual medley and 200 metres freestyle in each age group.  

4.
Swimmers must be, or have applied to be, registered with the A.S.A.

5. All entries must be submitted by the closing date of 10th April 2009. Entries will be accepted on a first come first served basis, and no late entries will be considered.  
Entries may be submitted: 
1.  Electronically  - full details on how to do this will be posted on our website.
2.  By completing the entry form and entry summary, and sending these to us by email or by post. Entries submitted in this way will incur a £2 per swimmer administration charge.

Cheques should be made payable to Haslemere Swimming Club and sent to us by post with a copy of the entry summary. Please send a single cheque to cover all the entries for your club. The Promoter reserves the right not to accept entries at his discretion.  Refunds for entries not accepted will be available for collection at the start of the meet.


6. As soon as possible after the closing date, we will post a list of accepted and rejected entries on our website, together with details of the check-in procedure, and any other information you will need. 
We will not be sending out this information by post, and there will be no cards.

7. The entry fee is £4.50 per event. A coach pass is £10.00, which includes entry to the pool, a programme of events for the whole day and a buffet lunch. Only swimmers and those displaying a coach pass will be allowed on poolside. The ASA recommends one coach for every 10 swimmers.


8. Results will be on a heat declared basis. There will be no finals. All heats will be spearheaded.


9. Awards will be presented for the top eight places in each event. There will be no speeding tickets.

10. A trophy will be awarded to the club gaining the highest number of points allocated on a basis of 1st = 8 points, 2nd = 7 points etc. for each event.  Trophies will be awarded to the top boy and top girl in each age group.  The basis for this will be the points gained in the individual age group events. In the event of a tie, we will count back number of 1st places, then 2nd places and so on.


11. The meet entries will be managed on a computer. Your consent to the holding of personal information for the purposes of the meet is deemed to be given by the submission of your entries.

12. Cut-off times for this meet are the A Grade times published by the ASA, and are shown in the table below. A swimmer who has already achieved an A grade time (i.e. whose PB is faster than or equal to the time shown below) is not eligible to enter that event. Clubs must ensure that entry times submitted are genuine PBs. It is Haslemere Swimming Club’s policy to check entry times against the ASA database and meet programs such as county championships. Haslemere Swimming Club will not refund fees for entries found to be in breach of this condition.
