Dear Coach/Team Manager
Details of all accepted and rejected entries are attached to this letter. I would ask you to check the accepted entries to ensure that all of your swimmers appear in the correct events and with appropriate entry times. If you find a problem please advice us by email (dtills@btinternet.com) before 9th May, and an amendment will be made before the official programme is printed. Cheques for the rejected entries will be handed over with coaches passes on the day of the gala. 
This gala is a card-less gala, so please remember the swimmers must sign in for all the races they want to compete in, the signing in desk will be situated just outside the small pool area. The signing in sheets will be removed 45 minutes prior to the start of each session. Every effort will be made to accommodate “late signers”, but they will only be able to swim in their event if there is an empty lane in one of the heats. 
There is a swim down pool available for use throughout the gala. Black Lion swimming club’s coaches will supervise the swim down pool but swimmers are expected to respect lane etiquette.
There will be a swim shop on both days.
Please ensure you pick up your Coaches pack from the table situated just outside the small pool area on either the Saturday or Sunday. This will contain your coach’s pass, map of the pool area and running order of events. Please wear your pass at all times as this will allow you onto poolside and provides access to lunch and refreshments between the sessions.  
Parking charges have been introduced at the Leisure Centre. These charges can be claimed back from the reception area, but this needs to be done in 4 hour blocks. Can you please make sure your swimmers & parents/guardians are aware of this.
It is the decision of the promoter that video and zoom photography will be permitted at this gala. The use of the equipment will be strictly regulated in accordance with ASA guidelines. 
On behalf of Black Lion Swimming Club I thank you for entering our gala. We do hope the weekend will be an enjoyable experience for all those participating.  Please feel free to talk to the promoter about anything you are unhappy about during the event, or beforehand. Our aim is to ensure that children participating in our meet are given the best possible chance to attain their goals.
