SWIMMERS EXPERIENCE TRAINING IN SINGAPORE AND COMPETING IN AUSTRALIA





In December three of our top female swimmers, Chloe Hart, Chloe Ross and Ellie Gandy, were invited by British Swimming to take part in a training camp in Singapore and to compete in the Australian National Championships. 


This is what the girls had to say about their experiences.





When I went to the end of year tour to Singapore and Australia I achieved a Bronze medal in the 100m Freestyle and a silver medal in the 4x100m Freestyle relay with the Great Britain B team. I also came 7th in the 100m Butterfly. 


In Singapore the training was quite hard, as was the land training that we had to do 4 times a week. The food was different to at home but in the end I got used to it. Their desserts were delicious though! ( 


We stayed in Singapore for 2½ weeks and then moved onto Australia. We trained in the Off Shore Centre, which was open air, for one day and got a nice tan.
