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ACHIEVEMENTS 

The Age Group National Championships start on Wednesday 28th July and run until Sunday 1st August.  
This is for boys between the ages of 11 and 14 and Girls between 11 and 13.  The Meet takes place at 
Ponds Forge in Sheffield.  Merely reaching these Championships is a major achievement for any 
swimmer as the qualifying are very stiff such that only the best 20 or so swimmers in each age group 
achieve the times in each event.  This year both Kunmi Ogunfeibo and Archie Mitchell have qualified for 
the 100m Backstroke and Luke Gunning has made the times for the 100m Freestyle and 100m and 200m 
Butterfly.  In addition the Club has qualified in the Boys 4 X 100m and 4 X 200m freestyle relays.  The 
relay squad consists of Kunmi, Archie and Luke together with Harold Pearson and Louis Phillips.  We 
wish them all the very best of luck next week.
